Principal Purpose:  The U.S. Army Aviation and Missile Command Logistics Center (AMCOM ALC) (previously Integrated Materiel Management Center)WEBDESK Portal provides the Logistics community with a single entry portal offering a Common Access Card (CAC) for all AMCOM ALC Logistics web applications. It is designed to manage all user information and access levels for these applications.  Because of the user access feature, controlled access can be given to personnel in ALC, Acquisition Center, AMC, Contractors and Foreign Nationals.  Users can control whether a user has administrative rights to gain total control of how the individual applications are used or they can establish limited capabilities such as view or edit.  The list of access capabilities can be adjusted as necessary by the users. WEBDESK has and continues to be a tool utilized 24 hours, 7 days a week by our Inventory Management community, Soldiers, PEO community, Contractors, other Army organizations, and our Logistics Assistance Representatives (LARs) located in remote areas of the world. WEBDESK was created because the Logistics community did not have a singular place to go to use the tools necessary to complete daily work. WEBDESK contains customized applications for the Logistics community, as well as other external logistic applications. WEBDESK has a parent child relationship in how it is structured, it has the Parts Tracker application (parent) in which several key data fields are extracted from the older systems as described below, and we have developed various other applications (child) from those data sets. The unique aspect of the applications maintained within WEBDESK is the fact that the majority of applications available, were customized utilizing SAS programming to extract data from older systems such as but not limited to, the National Stock Number Master Data Record (NSNMDR), Station Address Directory (SAD), Document Control File (DCF), Maintenance Data Management System (MDMS), and (LOGSA) LIDB - Logistics Integrated Database. Now extracts are used from LOGSA's Logistics Moderation Program (LMP) Data Warehouse to populate our tables.
